English
Our aims in English this term cover reading, writing and
grammar.
Grammar: Punctuation in poetry, poetic language, and use of
alternative sentence structures.
Writing: Compiling an anthology of poetry on a theme of
earthquakes, mountains, caves and volcanoes.
Reading: Pupils will read independently alongside class
comprehensions and the class books (Journey to the Centre
of the Earth and The Pebble in my Pocket).

Maths
This half-term will see us recapping and building on our
knowledge of measurement (particularly area and
perimeter), understanding conversions, geometry (focusing
on shape angles) and working with fractions, decimals and
percentages.

Science
Science will cover living things and
their habitats. This will include plant
and animal reproduction, habitats, the
classification of living things and
hopefully a hands-on local river study.
